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Our Literacy Program, Wonders, provides research based literacy education and an outstanding
scaffolded program to ensure student success. Wonders aligns with Ohio’s Learning Standards. The
Wonders Reading Program includes various materials that enable teachers to differentiate instruction,
guide whole group and small group learning, and also focus on writing.

Intervention Programs

1. Five Minutes to Better Reading Skills helps students become fluent readers in 5 minutes a
day with short reading drills.

2. Fundations is a multisensory and systematic phonics, spelling, and handwriting program that
benefits K-3 students.

3. Heggerty Phonemic Awareness provides instruction each day on rhyming, blending,
segmenting, isolating and manipulating words, syllables, onset-rime and/or phonemes.

4. Leveled Literacy Intervention (LLI) is a supplementary intervention system proven to
improve literacy achievement of struggling readers with engaging leveled books and
fast-paced systematically designed lessons.

5. Peer-Assisted Learning Strategies (PALS) is a scientifically-based peer-tutoring instructional
program for struggling readers who have deficits in decoding, comprehension, and fluency.

6. Reading Naturally is a research-based reading intervention that helps students become fluent
readers and make solid gains in comprehension and vocabulary.

7. Recipe for Reading is a comprehensive, multisensory, phonics-based reading program. It
presents a skill sequence and lesson structure designed for beginning, at-risk, or struggling
readers.
